With this 
designation, grocery associates will have access to priority coronavirus testing, which will help protect 
the public by ensuring supermarkets remain safe places to work and shop.

From the onset of this crisis, Albertsons Companies’ Banners and the UFCW joined forces to ensure 
supermarket associates would get the protections they need. 

Among the recent changes announced, Albertsons Companies has announced several additional 
in-store safety measures, such as plexiglass protection at cash registers, in-store social distancing 
guidelines, enhanced sanitation procedures, sick leave benefits for associates diagnosed with 
coronavirus or those who are required to self-quarantine, and an extra $2 per hour appreciation pay 
to recognize the hard work of front-line associates.
